Four years ago, Fred and Judy McCraw from 

St. Marks UMC in Columbus, GA came to 
Tapachula to test our children to see where they 
were academically.  We were amazed at the high 
test scores then, but even more so in February 
when they returned to test the children in grades 
4 ï 12.  Fred retired from the Maschogee County 
School system in Oct. 2009.  Judy is a member 
of the MOM Board of Directors.  Marcey & Carlos 
Rodriguez came as interpreters for the testing.  

        Marcey is Fred & Judyôs daughter.   
 

Fred sent the following report from the results of the 
testing. 
 

An Educational/Vocational/Emotional/
Psychological evaluation team from St. Mark United 
Methodist Church, Columbus, GA, tested and evalu-
ated most of the children in the boys' and girls' homes 
in Tapachula on February 4th and 5th, 2010.  The im-
pressive results are reported : 
  
53% Tested Above Grade Level.  Of those testing 
above grade level, over one half of them tested two or 
more grade levels above their current grade placement.  Of those testing above grade level, 
over 1/3 of them tested one grade level above their current grade placement.  A little over 2/5 of 
them tested on grade level.  Less than one third of them scored below grade level. 
  
These evaluations were presented in Spanish and they were normal with a United States popu-
lation.  These evaluations demonstrate that Mission On the Move (MOM), their missionaries 
Hope and Steve Shearouse and the many hours tutoring by the house parents Norma and 
Faustino and Terri and Ricardo have done a remarkable work with these children considering 
the circumstances which brought them to the homes and the extreme lack of proper education 
they had upon their arrival.  Of those tested previously, all have demonstrated a remarkable 
improvement in their performance.  It is a joy to serve God in this capacity.   Fred
