Mission Team Requirements & Guidelines

1 You make your own travel arrangements.  You may charge the tickets to the MOM Credit Card.  The airlines require each person’s name as it appears on their passport in order to issue each person a ticket, therefore, you will need a list of team member names as they appear on the passports.

2
Every MOM Team Member will need passports.  WE MUST HAVE A COPY OF EVERYONE’S PASSPORT IN THE OFFICE.

3
All will have to have insurance, which we provide at minimum cost.  Currently $1.41 per person, per day, but is subject to change.  Please fill out the Mission Team Insurance Form.  

4
All forms need to be filled out completely.  Send the originals to the office and the team leader needs to keep a copy.  

5
Your team leader will have to go through Team Leadership Training if they have not gone on at least two mission
trips with MOM.  

6
The team is required to pay for Steve & Hope’s travel and other expenses if you desire them to be with you and your team in Honduras.
7 We encourage each team leader to write a brief paragraph or two about their experience team experience on the trip.  Please note, we may use these reports in our newsletters.  If you take any pictures, we would appreciate a copy of them and permission to use them in our promotional programs and materials.  Please send this to the office as soon as possible after returning from your trip. 

8 All Teams will have to comply with the Dress Code for Mission Teams - attached

9 If you are going to Honduras, sometimes restrictions are made on taking plastic storage containers into the country.  Therefore, you will have to contact the airline company to see if any restrictions are in place at the time of your mission trip.

10 If your team is going to use MOM’s bus and truck, the weekly rate is $800.  This fee does not include fuel.  Each team must pay for their own fuel and for the repairs if the bus and/or truck are damaged during your use of them.

Dress Code for Mission Teams

Women

No shorts in Honduras
Shorts in Mexico are permitted, but should be no more than 4 inches above the knee

Gym Shorts can ONLY be worn over Bathing Suits at the beach and water park
No Revealing tops


Low cut (if you can see cleavage, don’t wear it)

Spaghetti Straps


Tank Tops

Sleeveless is OK 

No mid-driffs (stomach/belly) showing

Bathing Suits must be one piece, but worn with shorts
No Short Skirts or dresses – at the knee is OK

Slacks and Jeans are permitted. Slacks or dresses/skirts are permitted for Morning Worship Services

Jewelry


No toe rings


No more than 2 bracelets


No more than 2 earrings in each ear


No flashy jewelry


No Diamonds 
Gold Jewelry is STRONGLY discouraged

Men
No shorts in Honduras

No Gym shorts

Walking type shorts are permitted in Tapachula only
No Tank Tops
Bathing suits need to be boxer type
No gold chains or bracelets

No earrings
No long hair
General
Tattoos must be covered

No tobacco or alcohol LOGOS on clothing, hats, or luggage
No crosses should be worn in Mexico and Honduras 
Some of the above is acceptable in the USA but in the Evangelical Community in Mexico and Central America these things do not portray a good Christian Witness.

There are two reasons that excessive jewelry should not be worn – whether costume or fine jewelry – it is not safe and it portrays you as a rich American.

Mission On The Move expects all Team Members to dress conservatively so they can be a witness through the ministry wherever they may be serving.
